VILLAGE OF HARRISON HOT SPRINGS
BYLAW NO. 1150

A bylaw to regulate the use of parks, beaches, public areas and boulevards

WHEREAS Section 8 (3) (j) of the Community Charter provides that a Council may, by bylaw, regulate,
prohibit and impose requirements in relation to the protection of the natural environment;

AND WHEREAS Council deems it desirable to regulate the use of parks, beaches, boulevard and other
public areas within the boundaries of the Village of Harrison Hot Springs;

NOW THEREFORE, the Council of the Village of Harrison Hot Springs, in open meeting assembled,
hereby enacts as follows:

This Bylaw may be cited as the “Park Regulation Bylaw No. 1150, 2020”.
In this Bylaw, unless the context otherwise requires:

“Artisan Market” means a market composed entirely of vendors, who sell at the market artisanal
goods of their own making or agricultural goods they produce, grow or raise themselves;

“Barbeque” means an apparatus designed to cook food using propane, butane or natural gas of
a size not to exceed the barbeque pedestal;

“Barbeque Tank” means a canister cylinder that contains propane, butane or other gaseous fuel
with a liquid capacity of 10 Ibs or less; ,

“Barbeque Pedestal” means the stand installed and designed by the Village to hold a barbeque in
place for the purpose of cooking food;

“Beachfront Lagoon Area” means the entire sand beach area around the lagoon, southernmost
portion of the sand beach up to the grassed area and entire body of water in the lagoon;

“Boat” means paddle boat, sailboat, canoe, kayak or motorboat;

"Camping equipment' means tent, sleeping bag, knapsack, or bedroll, propane, butane natural
gas or charcoal barbeque, hibachior 1w otl  form of cooking apparatus;

“Cannabis” has the same meaning as in the Cannabis Act (Canada), subject to any prescribed
modifications;

“Golf Cart” has the same meaning as defined in the Motor Vehicle Act of BC;

“Matter” means any substance that has mass and takes up space by having volume;
